                                                        DIRECTION FOR  USE
Congratulation, you have purchased a flag-ship from the George Dennis company. This unit provides beautiful clear sound with the use of delay of the signal on the base of clear sound to effected sound 1:1.

MODE: With this switch you can choose the length of delay from 35,25 ms (D1) to 2 seconds (D6) with the use of mono. For the use of stereo the time of delay will be a half of that. Delayed sound will create a panorama from the left to the right channel depending on the set delay.
 The unit also has three modes of reverb (R1-R3) in times from 15,5 ms to 125 ms. These sound have a character of springing reverb.
Hold mode H1-H3 are three interval versions of old ( keeping in memory), where you record a passage (no longer that 2 seconds) while you press the front of the pedal and hold. The melody you have recorded will repeat as many times as you want while, for example, you play a seconds part. As you release the pedal, you can repeat this procedure anytime you need. The old recording will be erased from the memory upon the release of the pedal. In the mode HOLD it takes practice and speed of usage. We believe it will not be any problem for you. 
When is the effect not in use, unit serves as a high quality stereo volume controller.

As all our pedals , the GD 130 pedal is fully optical controlled.

FINE TIME: with this potentiometer will assist you to allow you can choose the length of delay or reverb between set intervals.

FEEDBACK: a feature designed to assist you to set the number of repetitions from one to indefinite.

DEPTH: With this a potentiometer you can set the intensity of repeated signal ( Pos. 5 = 1:1).

Ones more If you will use the HOLD mode make following steps:

1. give the MODE knob on position H3= max. 2 sec (H2=max 1sec., H1=max.0,5 sec.). time for using, DEPTH knob in the middle position and the FINE TIME knob fully.

2. play your guitar (maximum 2 second ) and at once after press down the pedal like by switchover and stay on it all the time. You will have and hear the sample which you played before whole time while you will stay on pedal. You can play other melody on your guitar.

3. as soon as you will loosen your foot pressure from pedal the sample will erased and you can make new one by the same process from point 2.

This unit is equipped with a transformer that prevents unpleasant hum during stereo use which is frequently present in other brands  stereo pedals. Always use stabilized power supply 9 V DC with the right polarity (the + sign on the top), preferably made by George Dennis.
